What is the root cause of parenting problems? This module seeks to establish that the goal of parenting is determined when we understand what our child's greatest need is.

4. The Ten Most Important Lessons in Parenting-Success in parenting is measured by what the parents do, not what the child does. This module demonstrates what ten things we "most" teach our children, what a parent must be aware of, what the most important parenting tool is, and how to use dinner time as a parenting tool.

5. What We Must Teach in Order to Ensure our Children's Prosperity-From infant to toddler, from youth to teenager, from young adult to senior citizen, the journey to maturity is an arduous one. In this final module from the 
Old Testament book of Deuteronomy, Moses stressed repeatedly the need to obey and have a reverential fear of God which would lead people to the promised blessings found in obedience.
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
