  Men Like Us “Be strong, show yourself a man…” 1 Kings 2:2
The next men’s movement initiated by God will be ushered in through men of struggle and strain, men who are willing to sacrifice much, instead of men of pomp, popularity and prominence.

God will use men who have been tempted and tested and who may still be undergoing tribulations, not men who pretend they are special and saintly, too sanitized to interact with others.

God will use men who are willing to die for a cause, not men who are seeking a cause to live.

God will use men who have grown tired of the organization of church, but are desperately seeing to become a part of the organism called the church.

God will use men who recognize that they are not called to go to church as much as they are called to be the church.

God will use men who are committed to the truth of Scripture, not men who abuse Scripture to create their own truth.

God will not use men who embrace status, but men who embrace service.

The next men’s movement will not be ushered in by Jakes or Hinn, it will not be created by the Trinity Broadcasting Network or the Seven Club, it will not begin with self-proclaimed revivals or through emotional experiences, it will not begin with catchy phrases or a revision of Christian history, it will not begin with a liberal or social agenda, it will not begin with a call to relevance, but it will be begin with a call to repentance.         It will begin with men who are willing to do whatever it takes to get closer to God, to get to know him and to help other men to do the same. It will begin with men willing to radically obliterate any obstacles that prevent him from honoring God with every breath he takes. For anyone can schedule a meeting, make a motion, construct and event, but it will take God to start a movement in the heart’s of ordinary men who are passionately seeking to serve an extraordinary God.
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
