STATEMENT OF FAITH

There is one True and living God who is eternal in Existence, Infinite in Power, Endless in
Knowledge, and Unceasing in Love.

One of challenges that this ministry will face as we partner with other denominations is
developing a Core Orthodoxy. Since we as believers will: differ on the frequency and sacramental
value of the Lord's Supper; disagree on how the church should be organized and run; differ on
matters pertaining to human free will and it's relation to Divine sovereignty; differ on the function
of spiritual gifts today, and whether a believer, once saved, is kept saved. Genuine believers will
also differ from each other on matters of eschatology. In all these areas, believers have deep
convictions.

One thing we can and must agree on is how we are saved!

The New Testament attests to the centrality of the Gospel message as the gate through which
one passes from death to life. Collecting the Gospel message into one convenient statement, is
simply this.

God sent His Son into the world to die as an atonement for sin, and God raised Him from the
dead, so that anyone who places faith in Him receives the free gift of salvation. :
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
